In order to maximize the impact of a Global Outreach Journey, each team member is
asked to agree to the following:

Submit to the direction and authority of the team leader both during training and
on the field.

. Fulfill team requirements related to training, field policies, and debriefing.

. Raise the necessary prayer and financial support for the trip. (Support discovery

training and deadlines will be provided in the first training session.)

. Keep a journal of this journey beginning with training and continuing through the

debriefing after returning home.

. Seek to be above reproach in your actions and attitude.

. Make the necessary lifestyle adjustments in order to adapt to the culture of the

host community. This will require refraining from abusive language, drinking
alcoholic beverages, taking illegal narcotics, and smoking. This may also include
altering eating habits, dress styles, interaction between men and women, etc.

. Refrain from the expression of political opinions while overseas, due to political

instability and anti-American sentiment in many countries.
